         In May 2004 over 300,000 people attended an exhibition of Dr. Clinton Millett's color photographs of Kunming taken in 1945 and the media coverage of this event was non-stop. Six months later, November 2004, Dr. Millett's son, Gregg Millett and his great-granddaughter, Krystal Millett Garrison returned to Kunming for a second exhibition that also included signing copies of a book, hot off the press, of Dr. Millett's letters and photographs. Year of the Rooster    (4703)  


        The Chinese Lunar New Year is the longest chronological record in history, dating from 2600 BC, when the Emperor Huang Ti introduced the first cycle of the zodiac. Like the Western calendar, The Chinese Lunar Calendar is a yearly one, with the start of the lunar year being based on the cycles of the moon.
