   Celebrate the Chinese New Year/Spring Festival!  In China this is a fifteen-day event. The Spring Festival is the most important festival for the Chinese people and is when all family members get together, just like Christmas in the West. Days before the New Year, every family is busy giving their house a thorough cleaning, hoping to sweep away all the ill-fortune there may have been in the family to make way for the wishful in-coming good luck. People also give their doors and window-panes a new paint, usually in red color. They decorate the doors and windows with paper-cuts and poems called couplets which are supposed to bring luck in the form of "happiness", "wealth", and "longevity". Paintings of the same theme are put up in the house on top of the newly mounted wall paper.


    An RPI email states its importance this way. "As the new year's day of the Chinese lunar calendar, spring festival is especially important for students abroad. So the goal of this party is to make everyone enjoy the festival here thousands of miles away from home". We know of two parties that will be held.
