MY TOWN AND MY SCHOOL


Our featured speaker in May was Aijun Nie; his topic was My Town and My School: Education in China. He used his own experiences as examples. Born and raised in a small city in Hunan Province, he went to grade school (compulsory to 9th grade), did well on his exams, then went to 10th, 11th and 12th grades and was one of only two students that went on to the university - Beijing (Peking) in his case. He was the first person in his family to go to college and is still a hero in his home town. Although there are more college places today than there were in Aijun's time, it is still hard to get into university. Admission is based on a national exam and there are far more applicants than places. We learned a lot about education in China from Aijun's most interesting talk.
