February Speaker Program





    Alison Stonbely, Chapter Secretary and art teacher, was the presenter at our February Sunday afternoon program. She gave us a very interesting tour of her Educators trip to China October 22 to November 2, 2010 and showed us pictures of the sites she visited. She told us about the rich school with lots of good equipment and the school for migrants with 5000 boys and 50 teachers in Beijing. An adventure was staying overnight at families homes in An Chang village and being given electric blankets. She said that she felt the group had twenty days events crammed into twelve wonderful days. So everything went very well. 








March Speaker Program


    On Sunday, March 13th at the Guilderland Public Library Professor Gu Lefu gave us an insightful lecture on Chinese calligraphy. 


    An old Chinese saying goes: “Painting and writing have the same origin." Professor Gu referred to the fact that the earliest written form of the Chinese language is similar to pictures. He demonstrated how they are actually pictographs with symbols for the sun, the moon, a bird, and a person.


     Professor Gu said people in China created words to express ideas, not to intentionally create artistic beauty but, like with the simplicity of ancient bronze inscriptions and oracle bone inscriptions, Chinese characters laid grounds for the structural beauty of Chinese calligraphy and turned it into a form of art. 


    From the time of Zhang Zhi's works in the Han dynasty (about 200 AD) calligraphy began to be regarded as an art and not merely as a means of communication. Chinese calligraphy works primarily appear in the form of poems or couplets but have been used to make tablet inscriptions to record events or the deeds of a person.
