Medical Mission to Tibet





A Slide Presentation by Doctors Charles Kutler and Zeev Weitz on January 20 at the Albany Public  Library. Dr. Kutler described the long and arduous  journey from Lhasa to the small community Yushu in eastern Tibet and 16,000 feet high. Tibet is a beautiful country with a culture  that has changed little in hundreds of years.  Tibetan people are friendly and hospitable.  They are herders, nomads, farmers. There are many monks and nuns. Medical care is no longer free and there is very little medical care in Tibet.  The mission of seven people set up three clinics, one for acupuncture. They were in Yushu for ten days, They treated hundreds of people a  day but could not treat chronic diseases but treated  respritory and stomach ailmants and aches and pains and there was no fee. They gave out eye drops and 600 pairs of reading glasses, (The literacy rate is 52%.) Dr. Weitz spoke of the need to share our experience with people around the world.  The event was well-attended, interesting and informative and the slides added to the program.
