used as an herbal medicine at first. Its refreshing effect made it a favorite drink later on. It can be classified by procedure, quality, preparation methods, and so on. Here it is classified by the method of processing.


Green Teas are the most popular in China. Fresh tea leaves are baked. They are not fermented during processing, and thus retain the original color of the tea leaves. The most famous green tea is the Dragon Well tea, grown in the hillsides of Hanghou. Generally, water temperature of 85 Celsius degree is the best. The water is clear and the leaves remain green.


Black teas, also known as "red tea", are fermented teas. Unlike green teas, they don't lose their fragrance easily.


Oolong teas are partially fermented, resulting in a black-green tea. Tieguanyin has become the representative of oolong tea although the most precious is Dahongpao (Big red robe).


White teas are made from immature tea leaves, that are still covered with a downy, silvery fuzz. 


Scented teas are made by mixing various flowers and petals with green or oolong teas. The best known among these is jasmine tea. 


Yellow tea usually implies a special tea processed similarly to green tea, but with a slower drying phase, where the damp tea leaves are allowed to sit and yellow.


Brick Tea is compressed into the shape of brick. It is very popular among the Tibetan, Mongolian and Uighur for making yak butter tea or milk tea.
