The Book Tour Of Paul Trescott’s “From Frenzy To Friendship: The history of US- China Peoples Friendship Association"





    On August 20th 2016, Paul and Kittie  Trescott came to Colonie Library on their US book tour of Paul Trescott’s book "From Frenzy to Friendship". Paul outlined the main points of the book. Initially in 1971, USCPFA, which now has as part of their mission statement, that the Friendship does not include politics, was a very political organization, and on both Chinese and US sides was very much about Communism. Many of the founding members were radicals, who were interested in the ideals of communism. China’s interest at that time was encouraging these radicals who were interested in Communism. USCPFA was the only organization back then that was able to bring US citizens on tours to China and the tour business was very lucrative in these early days. Many of its members were very much on the left side of politics and many of its activities  were  investigated by the  FBI.  After
