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A Stunning New Landmark In Southern China--The HZMB Bridge

    China is ready To Showcase the World's Longest Cross-Sea Bridge -- The Hong Kong–Zhuhai–Macau Bridge (HZMB 港珠澳大桥). It is a Bridge–tunnel system, which consists of a series of three cable-stayed bridges and one undersea tunnel, as well as 3 artificial islands, spanning the Lingdingyang channel, that connects Hong Kong with Macau and Zhuhai, three major cities on the Pearl River Delta in China. The 55-kilometre (34 mi) link is among the longest fixed-links in the world and is a major landmark in the area.  


    This megaproject is roughly 20 times longer than the Golden Gate Bridge; It’s constructed using more steel than 60 Eiffel Towers. It is planned to open to vehicular traffic on July 1,2018.


    The bridge was lit up with fireworks on New Year’s Eve to greet the arrival of 2018 and there was a lighting ceremony of the super structure during the fireworks show. It was beautiful beyond description!   


    If you are visiting the Pearl River Delta, you definitely should not miss this new landmark - the HZMB!
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    The group was entertained by two very talented young students: a kindergartener who did a wonderful dance and a fourth grader who demonstrated amazing dance and acrobatic skills.
